Loghman is a co-author of a pioneering research book on sustainable architecture commissioned by Union Gas and Enbridge in 1998, and has been a speaker in conferences and colleges in Canada and abroad.  His work was published in books and journals including “Canada Innovates”, Sustainable Architecture and Building magazine, Building Strategies, The Toronto Star, and National Post Engineering Week in Canada.  His projects were exhibited and showcased in various venues including Vancouver Green Building Challenge Conference, Oslo International Sustainable Design Conference (selected amongst 5 projects from Canada), the University of Toronto, Ryerson University, Toronto Metro Hall, Toronto Doors Open, and Ontario Science Centre. 
He designed projects in Ontario, Quebec, British Columbia, the United States, and Europe, including the award winning Sir Sandford Fleming College in Peterborough, Innovation Square Office Towers in Toronto and Clearnet (Telus) high-tech Switch Centres in Toronto and Montreal. He received DAP award from Enbridge, CBIP award from the Ministry of Natural Resources and honours mention from the Ontario Association of Architects Award of Excellence. Tony McQuail has been farming since 1970 - made the switch to Organic farming in the mid 70's - a founding member of the Ecological Farmers Association of Ontario.  He has held nearly every executive position in that organization and is currently chair of the western region committee.  
He is a member of the Religious Society of Friends (Quakers) - served as Clerk of Kitchener Area Monthly Meeting in the mid 80's; a Past President of the Huron County Federation of Agriculture, Past President of Local 10 of the National Farmers Union; served as Executive Assistant to the Ontario Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs - 1990 – 92; ran 4 times federally and 2 times provincially for the New Democratic Party between 1980 and 2008 - also served the local Huron-Bruce Riding association in various executive positions including President and organizer.


His family runs a small diversified organic farm where we focus on renewable energy doing most of our farm work with draft horses which we started using in 1976.  In 1979 they persuaded Ontario Hydro to let them connect the first modern windgenerator in a synchronous back feeding arrangement with the Hydro grid.  They build a passive solar home in the mind 70's and have wood back up heat along with water heating solar panels and a thermosiphoning coil in our wood stove which pre-heats their domestic hot water.  They've used photovoltaic cells to power remote electric fences and also to pump our livestock and irrigation water for our market garden.  They are currently installing a 10 kW photovoltaic array under the micro fit program.   You can visit their farm website at www.meetingplaceorganicfarm.ca
